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“Tis the season”
Autumn 2nd 2025Our topic for this half of the autumn term will be ‘Tis the Season. The children will be exploring our incredible seasons, how they are different and how they change.  We will investigate seasonal weather, with a particular focus on the changes that take place between Autumn and Winter. This term will also have a DT focus in which we will be exploring levers and sliders.  We will make our own Christmas cards using these mechanisms.  







Outcome:
To celebrate the differences between our seasons, exploring how the weather, plants and animals change and adapt though the year.  
 
 
Hook:
To create art work using natural resources found on an Autumnal ‘hunt’. 




	What’s being covered?

	English
	In our writing lessons we will be learning how to write in different styles, including a story, a recount, and a report. When writing a story, we will practise using our imagination to create characters, settings, and exciting events. For our recount, we will learn to write about something that really happened, using time words like first, next, and finally to show the order of events. Finally, we will explore how to write a report, where we share real information and facts about a topic. 

	Maths
	In maths, we will be practising subtraction of numbers within 10 and exploring both 2D and 3D shapes. We begin by using counters and number lines to help us solve subtraction problems, such as 8 - 3 = 5 or 7 - 2 = 5, to build confidence with smaller numbers. Alongside this, we are learning to recognise and name 2D shapes like circles, squares, triangles, and rectangles, and 3D shapes such as cubes, spheres, cones, and cylinders.
