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Sound of Music

Topic Overview: The Sound of Music is an exciting and imaginative topic that blends science, music and dance to inspire curiosity, creativity and emotional expression. Children will explore how sounds are made and how they travel, discovering the fascinating world of vibrations and pitch through hands-on experiments and investigations. They will listen to a wide range of music, learning how it can shape our feelings and tell stories and use these insights to create their own expressive compositions. Through dance, pupils will explore how movement can reflect emotion and music, building confidence, empathy and physical coordination. Rooted in the National Curriculum, this topic offers a joyful and immersive way for children to deepen their scientific understanding, develop musical skills, and express themselves with freedom and imagination.
