                              Topic Overview:
In our exciting topic, "Iceberg Ahead!" we’ll dive into the story of the Titanic, the famous “unsinkable” ship that met disaster in the icy waters of the North Atlantic in 1912. Using this historical event, we’ll explore several key Year 6 Geography objectives and develop our understanding of the physical and human geography that played a role in the tragedy. To bring history to life, we’ll conclude our study by cooking a meal based on what third-class passengers ate aboard the Titanic. This will include traditional dishes such as soup, bread, and stews, giving pupils a taste of history while considering the experiences of different social classes on the ship.
