	What’s being covered?

	English
	In Year 1, we will become confident writers by focusing on three key areas: writing stories (creating characters and plots), writing recounts (sharing past events in order), and writing instructions (using 'bossy' verbs to explain a task). We will concentrate on developing basic skills like correct letter formation, using finger spaces and remembering to use capital letters and full stops in all our sentences.

	Maths
	Following our work with numbers up to 10, we now focus on numbers up to 20. We will explore Place Value by learning to identify the tens and ones in numbers like 13 or 19. This foundation is crucial for developing secure strategies for addition and subtraction to 20. We will use number lines and resources to solve problems, ensuring confident fluency across all facts and calculations within the 0-20 range.
