Spring 2nd 2026Topic Overview:
In our new topic, ‘Blitzed’, we will be learning about World War II, with a focus on the Battle of Britain. Through this engaging topic, the children will explore the challenges faced by people during the Blitz and how Britain responded. In English, we will be linking this topic to create a consequence narrative, where students will write their own stories inspired by the war. Additionally, they will craft a 'How to Survive an Air Raid' guide, and engage in letter writing, imagining what life was like during this turbulent time. Our music topic ‘You’ve Got a Friend’, fits perfectly with the camaraderie shown by the soldiers in World War II.  Alongside this, we will also be revising key concepts for SATs. We look forward to a term full of learning and creativity!
