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Somewhere to Settle
Spring 2nd 2026
Topic Overview:
Our topic this half-term is called ‘Somewhere to Settle’. In this topic, the class will head back in time to find out how the towns and cities of the UK first developed. We will learn about the needs and requirements early settlers had when choosing a place to build a home. We will look at place names around the UK to see how the Anglo-Saxons, Romans and Vikings all left their mark. We will also be comparing UK settlements with those in North America and deciding which type and where we would like to live. To hook the children into the topic, we will be using digital software to create our own settlements, and to celebrate the end of our topic, we will be going for a walk to learn more about the human and physical features of our local area.

	Compare different types of settlement and land use
	· Describe and understand key aspects of human geography, including: types of settlement and land use, economic activity including trade links, and the distribution of natural resources including energy, food, minerals and water in the context of early settlers.
· Explain why settlements develop in certain locations
· Use maps, atlases, globes and digital/computer mapping
· Use the eight points of a compass and follow directions to the nearest 10 degrees. Use four grid references, symbols and key (including the use of Ordinance Survey maps) to build knowledge of the UK and the wider world.
· Understand how colours are used on a map to show different physical zones.  
· Use fieldwork to observe, measure, record and present the human and physical features in the local area using a range of methods, including sketch maps, plans and graphs and digital mapping technologies.
